Cub Scout Rules
· All Dens should have a minimum of 4 (four) and a maximum of 8 (eight) scouts.

· Each Den is required to have a Den Flag and Den Cheer – NO EXCEPTIONS!

· Each Leader will be given a map and a method of keeping track of points earned. Cubs are not required to try all stations, but the more they complete, the more points they earn! There is no time limit at many stations.

· Adult Leaders and visitors are welcome to observe the operation of the Klondike Derby, but we ask that they allow the cubs to try to complete the stations on their own. One of the objects of this event is to encourage scouts to use their own resources and make their own decisions.

· The decision of each judge is final. There is no system of appeals.

Scoring:

· Each Cub Scout Den will receive a cord for collecting beads. Stations will award beads to dens on how well they complete the activity. At the end of the day, bead strings will be brought to the Closing Ceremonies, where they will be scored.


· This is a den event. Each judge will be allowed to award a bonus for Den Cooperative Effort and Team Spirit at each station.

· Tigers will use a modified scoring system. They will not be scored strictly on the basis of skills they may be too young to exhibit. Instead, they will be scored in a manner consistent with the Tiger program’s standard for achievement: do your best. Each station master should decide how to score Tiger dens according to these principles and be prepared to explain the scoring modifications to Tiger dens.
Lunch:

· Each station will be open throughout the day; there is no specific break for lunch.  Scouts may take a lunch break with there den at a time of their own discretion.  Scouts should pack there own lunch or have their lunch provided by their pack.
Awards and Recognition:

· Each scout registered for the Klondike will receive a patch.
· Tigers, Wolves, Bears and Webelos (I and II together) will compete as separate divisions. First, second, and third place prizes will be awarded for each division. Awards will be given out at the Cub Closing Ceremony along with final score.

Cub Instructions

Day of the event

Cub Scouts, welcome to the Klondike Derby! We hope you have a great time today and are ready for the competition. Before getting started, please review the instructions below.

1. Proceed to the Inspection Station.  This is located at the pavilion just past the parking lots for the soccer fields.
2. After inspection, ONE representative (Den Leader) from each Den must register and pick up the event packet from the Registration pavilion.  This is the same pavilion as used for inspection.
3. IMPORTANT: Each den is to pick up ONLY their own registration packet. This will help prevent the “where is my packet” syndrome at registration!

4. At 9:30 a.m., begin to line up at the flagpole for the flag ceremony.  The flag ceremony will take place at the entrance to the field where the Cub Scout events take place.
5. When the flag ceremony is completed, wait for the starting gun.

6. Each den will be given a chip indicating the station at which the den should start.  This spreads the dens out evenly.

7. The goal is to complete all stations. The Klondike is set up so that you should be able to see many surrounding stations. If there are long lines at a station, move on to another station and come back to the first station later.

8. All Packs should have prepared a phone contact list and have it in place the morning of the event. We will not have any idea of where your unit will be at any given time. It’s a big park! Please plan a “contingency” meeting place.
